Applicant: Say who you are and which organisation you represent.

Project: Give a clear and precise description of the project for which you are applying for funds; how it will be done and who will do the work.
 
Outcomes: Make a clear, realistic statement of who will benefit, from the project and the outcomes you expect to achieve. Does your project pass the test of providing a public benefit?
 
Funds: Give an estimate of the overall funding you require from the Charity, say whether you have already secured any funding and, if so, from whom.
 
More info: The Charity will always be pleased to consider additional, relevant information such as CVs, Annual Reports or copies of policies you adopt. It is always useful to tell us about previous, relevant projects that you have done.
